LAT 490.091: Supervised Independent Study: 

The Cybele Cult in Latin Golden Age Poetry
This independent study course partially fulfills the requirements for obtaining departmental honors in the Department of Foreign Languages and Literatures. Our topic will be the portrayal of the Cybele cult in Latin Golden Age poetry. In particular, we will study Catullus Poem No. 63 and selected passages from Vergil’s Aeneid and Ovid’s Metamorphoses. The course carries 3 credit hours.

Objectives

Students at the advanced level of Latin study are expected to meet all the objectives described for the elementary and intermediate levels of instruction (see the departmental Web site: www.mercer.edu/fll/Elementary%20Latin.html and www.mercer.edu/fll/Intermediate%20Latin.html), with the following advancements:
· Advanced competency in grammar

· Increased range of vocabulary (including poetic and technical terms)

· Ability to read and understand original Latin texts (both in prose and verse)  

· Expertise in a variety of Latin authors and genres 
· Overview of the history of Roman literature

· Knowledge of common metrical patterns 
· 
Fundamental knowledge of Latin stylistics
· Ability to translate sentences into Latin and to compose simple texts in Latin

Instructional methodology

As part of your departmental honors project, you will study the Cybele cult as portrayed, among other texts, in Catullus 63, Vergil’s Aeneid and Ovid’s Metamorphoses. I will help you identify relevant source materials and secondary literature. You will present your findings in a term paper and an end-of-semester presentation to the faculty and students of the Department of Foreign Languages and Literatures. We will meet at least bi-weekly in my office. These conferences will afford you an opportunity to discuss your reading and writing on the topic and check your translations from the Latin original.

To receive passing grades for class preparedness, you will have to demonstrate that you have done the assigned research, read primary and secondary materials, completed the translations from Latin to English, formulated relevant research questions, and given careful thought to the topics you are investigating. 
The departmental honors thesis resulting from this course should be at least thirty double-spaced pages long, include an extensive bibliography, and follow MLA guidelines. You should draw information from published printed scholarly books and articles. If you choose to rely on materials published on the Internet, it is your responsibility to scrutinize them for academic quality and accuracy. To avoid plagiarism, you must acknowledge all ideas that are not your own, no matter whether you quote your source verbatim, paraphrase, or summarize. The deadline for the paper is Thursday, April 25, 2013.

The oral presentation to the faculty and students of the FLL Department must be scheduled sometime during the final exam period (between April 29 and May 4, 2013). It will be graded for both contents and delivery. 

Should you have trouble with any aspect of this class, you are encouraged to make me aware of this fact immediately at one of our class meetings, during my office hours, or by phone or e-mail.
